2010 òNOSEY PARKERó BUS TOUR 

The CANFA 2010 ñNosey Parkerò bus tour will visit 3 of the finalists of 

the 2009 Conservation Farmer of the Year Awards., including the win-

ners John and Robyn Ive, ñTalaheniò, Hall, ACT . The Iveôs are ultra-fine 

wool growers from the Yass Valley  with a great story to tell.  Not only have 

they transformed their 250ha property over the past three decades, but they 

have closely monitored the impact of climate variability on their farm envi-

ronment. They have effectively managed their saline groundwater problem 

with trees,  perennial pastures and strategic earthworks. 

Graham Strong , ñArcadiaò,  Sandigo (near Narrandera) has a 1830ha 

mixed farm, concentrating on wool and lamb production on red chromosols, 

sodic surface soils. He hasnôt burnt stubble for 17 years and now pasture 

crops barley and oats for low input costs. He uses most of his grain for stock-

feed and aims to get a perennial base back into his pastures. He has extensive 

saltbush and tree areas for biodiversity and zero CO2 emissions. 

Tony and Tanya Wright  bought the 760ha run down  property, ñBundy 

Downsò, Peak Hill,  interspersed with  sodic surface soils (excessive    

magnesium not sodium) and have added another 2 properties of  300 and 480 

ha in size. Whilst initially ploughed to level the soil, the properties have been 

no-tilled since 2001.Organic matter and soil biota are the keys with soil 

health seen as the driver of better water use efficiency, root growth and crop 

production.
